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King of Flowers

Carl Linnaeus was born in southern Sweden in
1707. His father, Nils Linnaeus, had a passion
for plants which he soon passed onto the
young Carl. At the age of 20 Linnaeus took a
place at Lund University in southern Sweden
where he began studying medicine. A year
later he moved to the university city of Uppsala
to continue his studies. In 1735 Linnaeus
headed for the Netherlands where he would
spend a few years. In the Netherlands he re-
ceived help publishing his scientific works and
he returned to Sweden in 1738 as an interna-
tionally renowned scientist. In 1741 Linnaeus
was given a professorship at Uppsala where he
would live and work until his death in 1778.

Linnaeus was a very productive scientist and
in many respects, ahead of his times. He was
primarily a taxonomist and his work establis-
hed an order in biology that was essential for
its future development. Perhaps his greatest
contribution to science was the system for
classifying plants and animals systematically
into families. His Systema Naturae, 12 editions
of which were published over the years,
became world famous and today his naming
system is used worldwide.
